Have a Current Financial Resource Focus

Revenue Recognized when available and measurable

o Sales tax revenue to be received within 60 days of the fiscal
year-end that will be used to fund expenditures made prior to

year-end are treated as revenue in the current fiscal year

o The “Operating” fund of the governmental unit
m Records Significant Revenues

o Restricted for a specific purpose such as street repair

o Legally restricted



o Only earnings can be used to fund programs

o Handles repayment of long-term debt and related interest

o Restricted - Restricted by Contributor (Strict)

they can undo the restriction)
